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South Dakota Arbor Day
Poster Contest Rules

Eligibility: All South Dakota 5" grade students are eligible to enter their schools’ poster
contests. Each school may submit only one poster to the State Arbor Day Poster Contest.
Originality: Posters must be original. Copyrighted cartoon characters, TV figures, and
photographs are not acceptable.

Medium: Posters may be drawn in marker, crayon, colored pencil, paint pens, watercolor, ink,
acrylic, or tempera paint. Bright colors that reproduce well are best.

Presentation: Posters may be on poster paper or drawing paper. The posters will not be
accepted for judging if they are matted, framed, or laminated. Posters must be flat, and it is
preferred that the posters not be folded or rolled.

Size: Posters cannot be smaller than 82" x 11” and cannot be larger than 14” x 18”. Oversized
or undersized posters will not be accepted.

Theme: This year’s theme is “Trees in Space”. The poster should reflect the theme, students
do not need to write the theme on the poster. Stencils, computer-generated text, clipart, and
press-on letters are not acceptable.

Signatures: Posters must be signed by the student in the lower right-hand corner on the front
of the poster with the Student’s first and last name.

Entry Forms: Complete one School Report Form and attach it to the back of the poster.
Posters will not be returned because of mailing costs. If you would like your school’s posters
back, they will have to be picked up or other arrangements made. Posters will be discarded on
August 1, 2025.
