IROQUOIS LAKE RESTORATION PRUJECT

Project Description

The Iroquois Lake Associationl proposes to restore the Iroquois dam and lake
recreation area, built in 1934, to a usable facility. In order to restore
the area, the proposeua project includes clearing trees off the dam and
spillway, removing approximately 50,000 cubic yards of silt from the lake
bottom, constructing a drop inlet spillway, installing approximately 1,800
cubic yards of rip rap, and developing camp sites, a swimming beach, bath
houses, and restrooms. +t1he iake site is located one mile south and one
mile east of Iroquois (see attached map).

This project will benefit all 348 residents of Iroquois (1980 Census) plus
the surrounding populations winich will include both Kingsbury and Beadle
County residents.

Preliminary engineering was provided by Rod DeJong of Aason Engineering.
A preliminary report and cost estimates are attached.

Elgibility
This project meets the eligibility requirements of the program since:

1. Eligible applicants must be counties or incorporated municipalities———
1roquols is an incorporated municipality and can appty on behalf of
other ineligible entities.

2. This project was amended to the 1988 South Dakota State Water Plan.

3. It mcets one of the five State set objectives--This project will
promote more rational land use. This project does address the
#1 priority of the Lake Association of providing recreational activities
to the residents of Iroquois and surrounding areas. In addition, there
will be an added benefit of flood control on South Pearl Creek.

4, It meets at least one of the three national objectives—This project
would benefit at least 51 percent low and moderate income persons. An

early April, 1987, income survey conducted indicated that 54 percent of
the households and 54 percent of the people in Iroquois are low and
moderate income.



C. Need/Problem Identification

The Department of Game, Fish & Parks breacheg the spillway at Iroquois Laxe.
This site was a major recreation area not only to the residents of Iroyuols
but the surrounding residents of Kingsbury and Beadle Counties. It is the
desire of the Iroquois residents that this project be undertakeR to cnce again
provide area residents with easily accessible recreation facilities, as the
nearest water recreation facilities for swimming, fisning, and boating are
Lake Byron, 40 miles away and Lake carthage, 20 miles away. The Lake Association
has been in contact with the Department of Game, Fish & Parks, The East Dakota
Water Development District, and the vames River Water Development District
concerning theproject and has hired Rod DeJong of Aason Engineering to deveiop
a preliminary engineering report for this project.

D. Benefit/Abiltiy to Solve Identified Problems

Although this project will create no new permanent jobs, it will provide
increased recreational revenue to the existing businesses by keeping locat
dollars spent at home.

E. Project Design/Proposed Method of Accomplishment

The tctal project cost is estimated at e as developed by Rod Dedong,
Aason Engineering, and Jerry Siegel, East Dakota Water Development District.
See attached cost estimates. Also enclosed for your review is a preliminary
engineering report and map of the proposed project area.

The restoration of the Iroquois Lake site was chosen over further development
within the City limits suchas a swimming pool and campsites, as this will

not orly use a natural setting, but will provide flood control benefits to
area residents as well. Over the long term, this project will be more

cost-effective versus building new recreational facilities within the city limits.

This project 7 - campatible with other projerts in the area as well as with local
comprehensive .ans and zoning ordinances.

F. Previous Actions

As indicated previously, the Lake Associationhas hired an engineer to do a
preliminary study, and has been in constant contact with Game, Fish & Parks
people, and the James River and East Dakota Water Development Districts. 1In
addition, they have received local pledges in cash, labor, materials, and
equipment toward this project in the amount of $24,000. The East Dakota Water
Development District has also pledged $20,000 toward the project, and the James
River Water Development District has pledged $10,000. Also the Department of
Game, Fish and Purks has pledged $20,000.




G. Persons to Benefit

This project will benefit all 348 people in the City of Iroquois, as well as the
surrounding residents. Median family income for the City of Iroquois, based on
the 1980 census was $11,667. At the same time, 74 residents or 21% are beliow
the poverty level and 59 or 17% are age 65+. A recent survey of 91 households
involving 289 people indicated that 155 people or 54% were below poverty Llevel,
and that 49 households or 54% o1 the households surveyed were at poverty ievel
vased on 1986 total family income figures. In addition, the City of Iroquois

is unable to give a great deal of financial assistance at this time as they are
undertaking a $460,000 water source and system improvement project. The city

is also approximately $76,000 in debt on previous sewer loans. For the City of
Iroquois the residents tax levies are as fotlows: County--1u.17, School--35.69,
and city--32.10 mills. In adaition, President Regan issued a Feueral Disaster
Declaration for Kingsbury County in 1986. Taking these facts into account, it
would be almost impossiple to take on a project of this type without financial
assistance.

H. Local Involvement

As indicated previously, the Lake Association has raised pledges in the amount of
$24,000 .in cash, labor, materials, and equipment for this project. The City has
also agreed to help the Association obtain any State and Federal Grants and loaus
and other sources of funding for this project. The Department of Game, Fish and
Parks Commission approved obligation $20,000 to the project at their March, 1988
meeting. Plus the City of Iroquois has obligated $10,000 of inkind service

with city equipment. The East Dakota Water Development District Board pledged
$20,000 for this project at their March 1987 board meeting and the James River
Water Development District has pledged $10,000.

I. Environmental Concerns

There will be no adverse envirommental concerus or displacements due to this
project. This is a restoration project of a lake that was in place for about
fifty years—-built as a WPA project in 1934. Also, it will serve to enhance the
quality of life by providing adequate recreational facilities to area residents
plus serve as a flood control structure for Beadle and Kingsbury County residents.

WHEREAS, the James River Water Development District, pursuant to
authority granted by statute has the power to enter into contracts
either as principal or guarantor for the accomplishment of the
purposes and intents of SDCL Chapters 46A-3A to 46A-3E inclusive; and

WHERFAS, Grantee has made a timely application for a grant from
the District seeking funds for the purpose hereinafter set forth, and
has submitted the necessary information concerning its project to the
District; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the District has considered
the request for funds at its Apr, !/ .R8, 1987 meeting, and has
approved a grant up to the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000) to
the Grantee, subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter seot
forth;

NOW THEREFORE IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. In consideration of Grantee's convenants, assurances and
representations as set forth herein, and Grantee's faithful
observance and performance of the terms and conditions hereof, the
District hereby grants to Grantee a principal sum up to, but not
exceeding the amount of Ten Thousand dollars ($10,000), contingent
upon the following:

B) A East Dakota Water Development District grant of at least
twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).

C) A five thousand dollar ($5,000) grant from both Kingsbury
and Beadle County,

D) An eleven thousand dollar ($11,000) grant from the Game,
Fish and Parks.

E) Total preject funds of $177,800 being secured by December
31, 1988.

This letter will confirm that the $20,000 grant approved by the Water Develop-
ment Board of Directors on March 19, 1987 for .the Iroquois Lake Rehabilitation
Project is still available.

When the grant was approved, the grant was contingent on "(1) contributions
from the City of Iroquois and local pledges equal to at least $40,000, (2) a James
River WDD grant of at least $10,000, (3) total preject funds of $177,200 except
for $11,000 of Land and Water Conservation Funds being secured during calendar
year 1987, and (4) that the BoWNR authorize the project into the Water Facilities
Plan."

As you are aware, conditions (1) and (3) have not been fully satisfied. The
WDD Board of Directors recognizing this took action on January 26, 1988 to place
the $20,000 grant into our Capital Reserve Fund. In so doing, they recommitted
the $20,000 project grant and thus, allowed local sponsors ‘additional time to
complete a successful financial package for the project.

The Iroquois Lake Rehabilitation Project's estimated cost of $177,200 included
an estimated $22,000 for recreational/sanitary facilities. Thus, the WDD's $20, 000
gan be used as guaranteed lacal cash.match for Iroquois!.proposed.Landcand-Water & &

vat&gn Fund gggg;av Obv1ously, the recreational facilities near the Iroquois
dam w111 not be redeveloped unless the dam and reservoir are rehabilitated.

Incidentally, the WDD strongly supports your Land and Water Conservation Fund
grant request for the project recreational facilities. We also strongly support
(1) Department of Game, Fish and Parks' Secretary Richard Beringson's intended

. March request to his Commission for a $20,000 grant for rehabilitation of the
dam and reservoir and (2) the South Dakota Department of Transportation's proposed
project cost-sharing so it can become an initial deposit in the proposed State
wetland mitigation bank.

This 1is in response to Mr. Lowell Richard's August 26, 1987, request for
comments on the environmental assessment of ER 6312(4), Rehabilitation
of County FAS Route Number 6312 (Oldham 0il} across Lake Thompson.

The Fish and Wildlife Service's (Service) mission is to provide the
federal leadership to conserve, protect, and enhance fish and wildlife
and their habitat. In South Dakota the Service has given high priority
to the prairie pothole wetland resources because of their demonstrated
high values to wildlife. Congress has directed the Service, under the
_Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act (16 U.S.C. 661-667e), to investigate
all proposed federal undertakings and non-federal actions needing a
federal permit or license which would impound, divert, deepen, or
otherwise control or modify a stream or other body of water and to make
mitigation and enhancement recommendaticns to the federal agency
involved. Therefore, the Service becomes involved in many federally
funded road projects or state road projects requiring a federal permit.

For many years our agencies have been cooperating in pre-development
consultation so that agency concerns can be viewed early and

incorporated into projects early in the design stage. This has been a
successful venture that allows project impacts to fish and wildlife
resources to be minimized. However, sometimes our agencies have had
difficulties in providing for mitigation of unavoidable impacts,
especially to wetlands. In a letter to you dated June 4, 1987, the
Service offered an idea that has proven to be successful across the
country to address many of the mitigation problems we have had
difficulties with, This idea was “mitigation banking.” We still believe
"mitigation banking" provides a workable tool that our agencies need to
pursue. This office would be more than willing to set aside some time to
discuss with you the idea of “"mitigation banking."




The current conditions at Lake Thompson have highlighted the importance
of wetlands in South Dakota. [t has been estimated that some 1,500-
3,000 wetland basins have been eliminated in the Lake Thompson
watershed. One drain in the watershed has been estimated to have
drained almost 50,000 acres alone. Therefore, it seems reasonable to
assume that the high water problems and road inundation problems in the
Lake Thompson watershed are largely a result of past wetland drainage.
Although the Service's primary interest in wetlands is for fish and
wildlife resources, we recognize these other functions and values that
should be of great interest to others as well.

Comments on our review of the environmental assessment are provided in
two parts, general and specific comments, to aid in your review.

General Comments

High water conditions in the Lake Thompson watershed have lead to an
inundation of local roads. Six alternatives were proposed to alleviate
local transportation problems due to road inundation. The Oldham road
project has been chosen as the preferred alternative by the Department,
and we concur that the Oldham road alternative is the least
environmentally damaging alternative. Additionally, the Department has
proposed measures to minimize project impacts to wetlands by

(1) reducing slopes from 4:1 to 3:1, (2) riprapping slopes to prevent
siltation into adjacent wetlands, and (3) culverting to maintain water
fluctuations between wetlands disected by the road. Avoidance is the
first step in conservation of these public values, and we commend this
approach. However, we note that no measures to compensate for the
unavoidable wetland losses are contained or identified in th1s

”env1ronmental assessment. R

It 1s our understand1ng that the Federal Highway Administration can
provide funding for any necessary wetland mitigation purposes. Wetland
replacement can be achieved in several ways: (1) physical modification
of replacement habitat to convert it to the same type lost,

(2) restoration or rehabilitation of previously altered habitat,

(3) increased management of similar replacement habitat so that the in-
kind value of the lost habitat is replaced, or (4) a combination of
these measures. Although the Service believes the preferred area for
mitigation should bé within the same general area of the benefits lost,
we are aware of the proposal for a project wetlands mitigation at
Iroquois Lake. The Iroquois Lake project was discussed at a September
g, 1987, meeting with representatives from this office, the Department,
Game, Fish and Parks, the Federal Highway Administration, East Dakota
Water Development District, and the Iroquois Lake Association. To
facilitate the process, we would presume such a “"bank" of wetland

Also, in accordance with Section 7(c) of the Endangered Species Act, we
have determined that the following species may occur in the propased
project area.




Listed Species Expected Occurrence

Bald eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus) Migration, winter resident
Peregrine falcon (Falco peregrinus) Migration
Whooping crane (Grus americana) Migration, spring and fall

Bald eagles utilize mature riparian timber near streams and lakes.
Peregrine falcons are generally associated with wetlands and open areas,
such as cropland and grassland.

Sightings of whooping cranes have been made in Kingsbury County. One of
these sightings was made at Lake Whitewood which is not far from Lake
Thompson. Whooping cranes will use cropland and pasture; wet meadows;
shal low marshes: shallow portions of rivers, lakes, reservoirs, and
stock ponds; fresh water; and alkaline basins for both feeding and
loafing. However, overnight roosting appears to require shallow water
in which they stand and rest.

If the federal action agency determines that a project may affect listed
species, formal Section 7 consultation should be requested from this
office, For your convenience a summary of the Section 7 consultation
process is attached. If the federal action agency determines that there
will be no effect, further consultation may not be necessary. However,
a copy of the no effect determination for the proposed project should be
sent to this office,

Specific Comments

“Page 28, No. 2 - The reasoning that because seasonal palustrine emergent
wetiands (PEMCX) were created by the original road, replacement is
unnecessary, does not follow either federal planning or legal
precedence. The original road was obviously placed through the middle
of a wetland, and wetlands were lost due to the original road
construction. It would seem unproductive to revisit that issue.

The text refers to the PEM/ADF classification. This should be corrected
to PEM/ABF.

Page 30 - The comment that replacement of wetlands is “unwarranted” or
Taxcessive" is interesting since the current water conditions at Lake
Thompson are largely due to the same kind of piecemeal destruction of
wetlands (primarily wetland drainage) within the Lake Thompson watershed
over a period of years. The loss of wetland storage area only
exacerbates the high water problem somewhere else and, when considered
cumulatively, creates severe problems. State law prohibits individuals
from draining onto others, thus causing damages.

Page 32 - Threatened or Endangered Species - The determination of
Jeopardy for a threatened or endangered species is a biological opinion
to be determined by the Service in accordance with Section 7(a)y{(2) of
the Endangered Species Act. The federal action agency, in this case the
Federal Highway Administration, is responsible for the determination of




“may affect" or "no effect" as discussed above and in the attachment. A
biological opinion is made after the federal action agency has
determined "may affect" for the project, completed a biological
assessment, and initiated consultation with the Service. Therefore,
this section should be re-worded to conform with the Endangered Species
Act regulations for interagency cooperation (50 CFR 402).

In summary, the Service concurs with the selection of the Oldham
alternative as the least environmentally damaging alternative and
commends the attempts at reducing damages. We believe that compensation
for the unavoidable loss of wetlands expected due to project
implementation can be accomplished through discussions already begun.

We appreciate the opportunity to review the assessment. These comments
are provided as technical assistance only and represent the views of the
Service. They do not constitute formal review of the project pursuant
to Section 102(c) of the National Environmental Policy Act. Thank you
for the opportunity to review and provide comments on this environmental

assessment.

Dear Leo:

The South Dakota Department of Came, Fish and Parks received 51 Land
and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) applications this year with
requests totaling nearly $590,000. As you know, South Dakota's 1988
apportionment is approximately $135,000. The low level of funding
made the process of selecting projects for assistance extremely
difficult, as many worth proposals including yours were received.

Unfortunately, Iroquois’ application was not approved. While there
was considerable support for what the community is attempting to
accomplish, we felt we could snot commit any of the limited funds
available for water based recreation on a lake that won’t be
constructed until next year. Of the 51 projects reviewed, only 10
that could utilize the funds this year were selected for funding. If
additional funding had been available, more projects would have been
assisted. 1 invite you to resubmit your application if funds are
available next year,

October 25, 1988

Water Permit Application No. 5187-3 was submitted by the SD
Department of Game, Fish, and Parks to impound 93 acre-feet of
water through the restoration of Iroquois Lake Dam. The dam site
is located on a tributary of South Fork of Pearl Creek in the NW
1/4, Section 8, T110N-R58W. Water is to be stored to an
approximate spillway elevation of 1408.0 feet mean sea level
(msl). The stored water will be used for recreational purposes
and to provide habitat for fish and wildlife production.

Background

Iroquois Lake Dam was an artificial lake built by the Works
Progress Administration in 1936. The lake lies almost entirely
within the NW 1/4 of Section 8, T110N-R58W. This quarter section
is owned by the South Dakota Department of Game, Fish and Parks
and the Department also maintained the dam. Overflow in the
spring of 1972 undermined the open concrete spillway and
seriously damaged it (WRD Dam Files, 1988). Later that year, the
dam was breached (Water Permit Application No. 5187-3, 1988). No
renovation of the dam has occurred since the time of the breach.

Water Availability

According to Permit Application No. 5187-3, 93 acre-feet will
fill the reservoir to an outlet elevation of approximately 1408
feet msl. The drainage basin above the dam covers approximately
28 square miles. Using the SCS method of estimating annual yield
with an isogram number of 2 1/2 and a CN value of 75 (Konechne,
1988), annual runoff totals (in acre-feet) listed below were
calculated (Kent, 1971).

Curve Number Percent Chance Occurrence
10 20 50 80
75 3285 1941 687 254

This method is more accurate for areas of 3-4 square miles or
less, but the method does give a ballpark figure that the annual
runoff will seldom be less than 93 acre-feet. For example, 8 of
every 10 years should produce at least 254 acre-feet of runoff.
Surface evaporation off the lake would reduce the effectiveness
of the runoff for lake storage, but water availability should
only be a problem in very dry years.

Existing Water Rights

The only water right in the vicinity of the proposed lake was the
South Dakota Department of Game, Fish & Park’s (GF&P) Vested
Right Claim No. 1856-3 for the original Iroquois Dam (WRD Permit
Files, 1988). Because the dam was washed out in 1972 and had not
been rebuilt, the Vested Right Claim was cancelled for forfeiture
at the October 6, 1988 Water Management Board meeting. GF&P has
now requested approval of Application No. 5187-3 for a dam in the
same location.




In order to proceed with the dam and reservoir reconstruction,
easements from all land owners who may be affected by the
flooding of Lake Iroquois must be obtained. The Water Rights
Division has no record of complaints against the planned
renovation of the dam and lake (WRD Complaint Files, 1988).

Safety of Dams Requirements

The plans and specifications for the proposed dam have been
received and approved by the Division of Water Rights pursuant to
Safety of Dams Rules Chapter 74:02:08. An inspection of the
breached dam location in 1983 by a Water Rights Division engineer
revealed that a reconstructed dam would be classified as a small,
low hazard category 3 dam (WRD Dam Files, 1988). Specifications
sent with the application confirm this rating provided no homes
have been placed in the downstream flood zone.

According to the present Dam Safety Rules (74:02:08:07.01), this
Category 3 dam would be required to pass a 25 year storm outflow
(a 4% chance occurrence in any given year) safely through the
spillway structures. A USGS method for estimating flood flows on
South Dakota streams produced a peak stream flow of approximately
1000 cubic feet per second (cfs) under a 25 year storm situation
(USGS, 1980). The proposed dam could safely pass about 2900 cfs
based on spillway rating curves submitted with the application
and therefore does meet the South Dakota dam safety regulations.

Conclusions

1. Unappropriated water is available from the watershed. Only
in very dry years will there be insufficient runoff to fill the
reservoir.

2. The requested annual impoundment of 93 acre-feet of water
will not have any adverse effects on existing water rights. The
SD Department of Game, Fish & Parks had held Vested Right Claim
1856-3 on the lake, but the dam had not been rebuilt since it was
breached in 1972, and this right was recently cancelled because
of forfeiture. No other water rights are located in the area.

3. No complaints against past use of the dam have been filed
with the Water Rights Division.

4. Easements for lands that will be flooded by rebuilding the
dam must be obtained before work can proceed.

5. The proposed dam is a small, Category 3 low hazard dam which
does meet the South Dakota Safety of Dams rules for spillway
capacity. The plans and specifications required under the dam
safety rules have been submitted and approved.

6. This permit application can be approved subject to obtaining
the proper easements and the low flow bypass qualification for
domestic use.
