Application No. 5661~3 proposes to authorize irrigation of an
additional 42.8 acres and change irrigated acres authorized by Water
Right No. 2812-3. Water Right No. 2812-3 appropriates 3.6 cfs from
two wells located in the NE 1/4 SE 1/4 and the SW 1/4 SE 1/4 of
section 25 to irrigate 252 acres located in the SE 1/4 of section 25
and the E 1/2 NW 1/4, W 1/2 NE 1/4 of section 36; all in T101N R58W in
Hanson County. This application proposes to add an additional 42.8
acres to be located in the E 1/2 NE 1/4 of section 36, T101N R58W and
some minor changes in the irrigated acres authorized by Water Right
No. 2812-3 by shifting the center pivot approximately 1000 feet to the
east. Irrigation in the SE 1/4 of section 25 will remain unchanged.
This application, if approved, does not authorize any increase in the
diversion rate.

AQUIFER - PLUM CREEK (PC)

The Plum Creek is a confined glacial outwash (sand and gravel) under
artesian conditions. The aquifer underlies 28,400 acres and contains
an estimated 76,880 acre feet of recoverable water in storage in
Hanson County (Hedges, 1982). The aquifer can be as much as 75 feet
thick, but is generally less than 25 feet thick and the ground water
moves to the southeast with a gradient of about 20 feet/mile (Hansen,
1983).

The Division of Water Rights monitors two observation wells in this
immediate area (HS-79G and HS-79H). HS-79G is completed into the Plum
Creek aquifer and HS-79H appears to be completed into the Codell
sandstone. The water levels for these wells and the irrigation wells
and the cross sections shown on pages 22 and 23 of the Hansen report
indicate these aquifers are probably hydraulically connected in this
area. Hydrographs for these two wells show response to climatic
conditions, that is, rising water levels due to wet years (recharge)
and gradually declining water levels during dry years. Also the
hydrographs appear to show fluctuation due to pumping. The
hydrographs indicate that the aquifer is sustaining existing
withdrawals (Water Rights, 1991).

REVIEW OF EXISTING WATER PERMITS/RIGHTS

There is one existing water permit/right in this area (Water Permit
No. 2813-3). This permit is located approximately 1 1/2 miles
southeast of this application. Interference is not expected to be a
concern. These are existing diversions and have been in use for many
years. This application will not increase diversion rates or add any
wells so no change in drawdown caused by pumping is expected.

CONCLUSIONS

1. Water is available from the Plum Creek aquifer.



2. The aquifer is under confined (artesian) conditions and drawdown
due to pumping is expected. This application should not change
the existing conditions and interference is not expected to be a
concern.

3. This application will add 42.8 acres located in the E 1/2 NE 1/4
of section 36, T101N R58W. There is no increase in diversion
rate authorized by this application.

I am contacting you in regard to Water Right No. 2812-3 and Water Permit No. 5661-3. They
collectively authorize diversion of ground water from two wells in Section 25 to irrigate portions
of land in Section 25 and 36, all in TI01N, R58W.

On last year’s irrigation questionnaires, you indicated there was no pivot in Section 36. I note
from the annual questionnaires that the land has not been irrigated since 2001 however some of
those years you reported no irrigation was necessary due to adequate rainfall.

Under South Dakota Water Law, water must be placed to beneficial use for the purpose it was
appropriated at least once every three years in order to maintain a water permit. This three year
period may be waived if legal excuse exists for the years of nonuse. Enclosed are excerpts of the
water right laws and Water Management Board Rules dealing with these issues.

As noted in the excerpts, adequate rainfall is legal excuse for not irrigating. Have you made a
decision to abandon irrigation on Section 36 or will you be putting up another pivot? Prior to
doing anything with Water Right No. 2812-3 and Water Permit No. 5661-3, we need something
in writing from you indicating the colony’s intent towards irrigation in Section 36.

On March 14, 2014, I contacted Jake Wipf from Oaklane Colony regarding their 2013 Irrigation
Questionnaire.

I am recommending cancellation of Permit No. 5661-3 due to non-construction and recommend
the acreage in Section 36-T101N-RS58W be removed from Water Right No. 2812-3.

Water Right No. 2812-3 authorizes diversion of 3.61 cubic feet of water per second (cfs) from two
wells to irrigate 252 acres in portions of the SE % Section 25 and N % Section 36, TI01N R58W.
Water Permit No. 5661-3 authorized irrigation of an additional 42.8 acres in the N Y2 Section 36,
T101N, RS8W with no increase in the developed diversion rate.

On March 14, 2014, Mike DeFea with our program spoke with you regarding the land in Section 36
authorized under both Water Right No. 2812-3 and Water Permit No. 5661-3. You confirmed the land

~in Section 36 will no longer be irrigated because the colony constructed a dairy at that site. Based on
this information, the Chief Engineer of the Water Rights Program is recommending cancellation of
Water Permit No. 5661-3 and that portion Water Right No. 2812-3 located in the N % Section 36,
T101N, R58W due to abandonment.

The Water Management Board will consider cancellation of Water Permit No. 5661-3 and portions of
Water Right No. 2812-3 at 10:00 a.m., May 7, 2014 in the Floyd Matthew Training Center, Joe
Foss Building, 523 E Capitol, Pierre, SD (the agenda time is an estimate and the actual time of
hearing may be later). If the Board cancels the portions of Water Right No. 2812-3 located in the N 2
Section 36, TIOIN, R58W, the water license will be reissued for diversion of 1.77 cfs (approximately
795 gallons per minute) for irrigation of 124 acres in the SE % Section 25, TI0IN, RS8W.

The recommendation of the Chief Engineer is not final or binding upon the Board. The Board is
authorized to 1) cancel, 2) cancel portions of, 3) delay action on, or 4) take no action based upon facts
presented at the public hearing. Our records show Oaklane Colony to be the owner of property
covered by Water Permit No. 5661-3 and Water Right No. 2812-3. If you wish to oppose the
cancellation and if you intend to participate in the hearing before the Board and present evidence or
cross-examine witnesses according to SDCL 1-26, you must file a2 written petition with the Chief
Engineer by April 28, 2014.
